QUESTIONS
Answer the following questions as you read the book.  Date each entry as you complete it.  Turn in the completed journal on assigned deadlines.  Refer to the rubric for details.

· Entry I:  After reading the opening chapter / scene:  What is the opening line / image / action?   What is your personal response to the book so far?  What do you predict will happen?   Keep track of vocabulary you need to look up,  or questions you have.  Include QUOTES
 [SEE BELOW]  AS YOU READ, citing page numbers.

· Entry 2:  Halfway point of book:  what questions do you have to clarify?  what do you enjoy,  are what difficulties are you having?  
· Entry 3:  Conclusion:  Write your personal response to the ending [did you “like” the ending?  Refer to Entry I:  were you able to predict the ending?  why or why not?]


Literary Analysis Questions:

· Structure of the novel or play [Identify point of view and its effects, chapter divisions, stream of consciousness, etc]
· Significance of the title:  include quotes from which title may be drawn
· Setting:  changes,  specific and general settings,  era’s influences on actions and characters. Include Quotes that demonstrate.

· Tone:  what is the author’s attitude towards his/ her subject?  Include Quotes that demonstrate. There should be multiple tones, or changes in tones

· Quotes/passages you like:  explain what you like about them [imagery, meaning, etc] and HOW they reveal the author’s STYLE [DIDLS]   Include Page number. 

· THEME:  write a theme statement for the book which summarizes the author’s PURPOSE in writing the Narrative

· Find a critic’s comment about this book, or one that the author wrote about it.   Cite the source of information and explain how the source adds to your understanding or appreciation of the work.
